ABOUT BLRLJ:

The Berkeley La Raza Law Journal ("BLRLJ" or "the Journal") was established in 1981 by Latina/o students and allies at the Boalt Hall School of Law at the University of California, Berkeley.  The Journal was established to provide a forum, which previously did not exist, to analyze legal issues affecting the Latina/o community.  It is also one of few law reviews in the United States that center around Latina/o conditions, communities, and identities.  Previous issues have addressed bilingual education, affirmative action, immigration law, labor law and policy, voting rights, community empowerment, new models of organizing labor, rural communities, and Latina/o Critical Legal Theory. 

In spring, we traditionally host a symposium to bring together law and other students, with professors, lawyers, activists and other community members to learn about and discuss current issues affecting the Latina/o community.  Additionally, we regularly hold colloquia and installments of our speaker series.
FELLOWSHIP DESCRIPTION: 
Recognizing that our community extends beyond the law school and includes undergraduate students, the Journal’s Undergraduate Law Fellowship Program is entering its third year.  Through our program, undergraduates are assigned law student mentors and gain invaluable experience reading and editing legal scholarship.  This program was founded with the objective of becoming part of the pipeline that creates more competitive law school applicants from diverse backgrounds.  

BLRLJ Fellows will gain valuable experience in the production of a student-run academic legal journal.  Students will have the opportunity to among other things:
